Pastor’s Column

Bible Study: The Psalms

The Friday Bible Study group is reading the Psalms this
month & and Pastor Rachel is basing her sermons on
the Psalms as well. A fortuitous parallel.

The Psalms were written by
many different people, over

the course of 500 years, and
some of them were rewritten

to suit the audience as times
changed. The language of

the Psalms is beautiful and

The language of the Psalms is classic, ancient, and
special. But we should not forget that the writers of the
Psalms were motivated by very real feelings of sorrow,
disappointment, suffering, happiness, gratitude, awe, and
joyd just as we are. Last week, Pastor Rachel
challenged us to rephrase a psalm in our own words, to
bring the message into our more personal frame of
reference.

The exercise was very powerful, as it helped build
empathy and understanding for the very real emotions
that inspired the original authors. By using language that
is closer to our own way of speaking, the message is
unmasked. We shared our offerings with each other
freely, and it was amazing to see how different and how
personal each one was. At first, we may have felt
reticent, but everyone was so supportive and
encouraging!

In order to rephrase a Bible passage, you have to think
deeply about what it means to you and how it speaks to
you. We did this work in order to try to understand what
was in the hearts of the Psalm writers, and with the
greatest respect for the original texts. Some of us are
finding that as we delve into the Psalms, their themes
and messages are relevant in our daily lives. We hear
the voice of the Psalms in music, speeches, even the
media. Come join us and bring your own insights and
feelings to share.
